age of the junior on Jan 1st of the membership year. 

¶ Membership types and fees are defined as Individual 1 year ($55).

RULES DECLARING PROFESSIONAL & NON-PROFESSIONAL STATUS to follow the 

rules and regulations of USEF & USHJA. 

 

2. Year End Awards will be as follows:  

¶ ALL Jumper divisions, awards will be given 1st through 10th place. All  divisions 

offered at NEJA shows are eligible for year-end awards. 

¶ For horse and rider points to count, only the rider needs to be an NEJA Member, but the 

ownerôs information and consent must be given with membership form.  

¶ For a leased horse, the lessee will be considered the owner for point-counting purposes. 

¶ ñYoung Horse Programò. NEJA will be offering a Young Horse Program, young horses 

are defined as the following, 3 years old to 6 years old. Rider of said horse needs to 

establish proof of horses age and be an NEJA Member in order to be eligible. Young 

horses can earn points in any classes offered and it will count in a separate age division in 

the year end award points. PLEASE INCLUDE YOUR HORSES AGE ON YOUR 

MEMBERSHIP FORM.  

 

 



3.To Qualify for 2023 CHAMPIONSHIPS :  

¶ MUST be a current NEJA member.   

¶ MUST show in at least 2 NEJA shows at the level you wish to qualify for. 

¶ POINTS: You need to acquire a minimum of 6 points to qualify in the division you want 

to compete in for the Championships. Points are acquired through competing and placing 

in classes. View our points system for more information. 

¶ Horses: If your horse is injured through out the season but points have been acquired, you 

may ride a different horse in championships ï Vet note required. 

¶ Finals Prize list, entry form and more information will be posted closer to the season. 

 

4. General Show Season Information: 

 

Entries: Entries close ONE WEEK before the date of the show. All entries must MAILED in 

with proof of Coggins and rabies & payment (some shows we offer can be entered online ï via 

our website). Entries that are received incomplete will not be counted or accepted until they are 

complete, and are subjected to an additional processing & late fee. 

 

*Entries that are mailed in with payment but not full payment will be considered an ñincomplete 

entryò, rider will not receive their riding number until dues are paid in full, no exceptions.

Show Fees: All Classes, unless started otherwise, will be $20 per round for the 2023 jumper 

series. Entries are complete by rider/horse combination. Each entry MUST PAY: ground fee, 

office fee and respectable class fees. Non NEJA Members must pay a ñnon-member feeò. Entries 

submitted after the close date are subject to a post entry fee of $35.00. Prize money classes have 

special entry fees listed in prize list.  

 

JUMPER CLASSES DEFINED:  Show Jumping classes are scored objectively based solely on 

the horseôs athletic ability over fences as measured by time. A jumperôs only job is to clear all 

the fences in the course as quickly as possible without incurring any faults.  

A horse incurs faults for each mistake made: four faults for each rail knocked down, four 

faults for every refusal, and 1 fault for every second over the maximum time allowed to negotiate 

the course. The horse with the least number of faults and the fastest time wins. Jumper courses, 

which are technical in nature and typically consist of 12-16 jumps, require strategic riding in 

addition to a swift pace. 

NEW: Time allowed to depend on length & technicality of the course. Time Allowed will be 

applied to .70m Classes and up. 

 

FAUL TS & REFUSALS: will follows the regulations of USHJA. 

¶ 3 Refusals = Disqualified, please exit ring. Each refusal is 4 faults. 

¶ Fall on course or Dismount in Ring = Disqualified, please exit ring. 

o Riders may re-enter class with the permission of trainer and show staff (Renae), at 

an additional cost but round will not count for placing or points. 



ADD/DROPS: Adding and dropping classes must be done at the SHOW OFFICE. Add/Drops 

must be completed before show starts. Riders dropping a classes after the show has started will 

still be subject to paying the class fees. 

 

Awards at shows: Ribbons 1st ï 6th Place in all regular classes offered. Specialty classes may 

differ in ribbons 1st-12th place with prizes.  

 

Refunds: NEJA will NOT offer refunds under any circumstances after the closing date, no 

exceptions. (THIS APPLIES FOR ALL EVENTS) 

 

Vaccination Requirements: Proof of rabies within 12 months, and negative Coggins within 12 

months. NO EXPECTIONS. 

 

Show Attire: All riders must wear proper riding pants or tights, a collar show shirt or polo. 

Show jackets prefer but not required for regular shows. Riders entering the ring in improper 

show attire will be disqualified. (Ex. Tank tops, t-shirt, hooded sweatshirts, etc.) 

 

PAID WARM UPS: 

Ticket warm ups open the morning of event before the show begins. Riders MUST purchase a 

warm up ticket at the office in order to participate. This is a MOUNTED warm up.  

 

Other: NO DOGS ARE PERMITTED TO BE ON SHOW GROUNDS AT ANYTIME . 

Under no circumstances are dogs allowed on the Sassy Strides Equestrian show grounds. Dogs 

found on property will be asked to leave the show grounds immediately.

Prize Money: Prize money can be given to winner in two ways, either mailed check after the 

show or deduct from riderôs balance at the end of the show. Prize money will only be awarded 

with classes of 6/8 or more horses, see prize list for exact information regarding money class. 

 

Show Conduct: NEJA shows will be run under a strict code of conduct. Riders will be found in 

poor standing if any of the following occur:                                          

A)  Blatant disregard of the rules and safety. 

B)  Failure to make good on insufficient funds within 30 days. 

C)  Rude or Disrespectful behavior toward other competitors or event staff 

(Including Judge & Steward). 

D)  The use of abusive or foul language toward anyone or any animal. 

E)  Disregard for the well-being of the horse. 

F) Any bullying of any kind 

G) Under weight or malnourished horses, will not be allowed to show. 

H) Destruction of show grounds or property of any kind (this includes not 

cleaning up after your horse) Attendees who do not comply and leave a mess by their 

trailer will be subject to a $100 Cleaning fee. 

 

* If not compliant with show conduct, the show grounds and association have power to ban rider 

from events for up to a year at a time. We will have a ZERO TOLERANCE  rule for 

inappropriate show conduct, these rules apply to all riders, spectators and all show participants.

Gambler Choice: There will be 12-15 jumps in the arena dedicated to this class, all the jumps 

will be set at different heights ranging between 2'3" - 3ô, every jump will be worth a certain 

amount of points, riders will NOT be told the amount of points each jump is worth. Riders will 

get 35 seconds to jump as many jumps as they can. If a rider has a rail within their 35 seconds it 

will NOT count against them, but they only get points for the jumps they go clear over. After the 

riderôs time is up, they will have a choice to jump the "Gamblers Jump" which will be set at an 

unknown height, the jump is worth 10 points if you go clear, BUT if you have a rail on that jump 

it counts against you -10 Points. 

 
**(Table II, Sec (c)): SPEED ROUND, one course of 10-15 Jump which the riders are judged 

on fastest time with fewest faults 



**(Table II, Sec (b)): JUMP-OFF ROUND, Two rounds. First round of 10-15 jumps which 

each rider has to jump clear in the first round in order to advance to the Jump Off. If rider is 

clear, they advance to the jump off which is 4-8 jumps where the riders are judged on fastest 

time with fewest faults.
